	 Objective/Essential Question:

  What is happening today?

	Lesson Procedures

	Review (Links to Prior Knowledge, Anticipatory Set):
Students will work on skills that are linked to their individual educational plan.  Some of these skills might be new and some others will be learned just working on mastery.

	What the teacher will do:

1: The teacher will prepare the environment so all students have the AAC devices needed to optimize their participation. 
2: The teacher will lead the lesson from the smartboard presentation.

3. The teacher will give individual turns to the students to participate at various sections of the lesson.
What the teacher assistants will do:
The teacher assistants will assist with the set up of the lesson and will monitor the students while they complete the activities. 

The teacher assistants will collect data related to individual educational goals. 

	Guided/Independent Practice

Guided practice: The teacher will present the options to the students and utilize constant time delay to increase participation.
Independent practice:  Each student has the opportunity to activate communication devices to participate of the lesson.

	Assessment/Check for Understanding

The teacher will collect data regarding the according to individual educational plans following the prompting hierarchy.
